INFORMATION ON THE PROCESSING OF PERSONAL DATA
BUSINESS PARTNER
Pursuant to Article 13 of the EU Regulation 2016/679 (hereinafter “GDPR”)

The information provided below (“Information”) describes, as required by GDPR, the processing operations performed by
Paul Wurth Italia S.p.A. as Data Controller (hereinafter “Company” or “Controller”’), on the personal data of its Business
Partner for reasons related to the negotiation, stipulation and execution of contracts (e.g. purchase orders etc.) pertaining to
Controller’s business/commercial activity.

The Business Partner undertakes to make available this information to the Data Subject.

1. Data Controller

The Data Controller is Paul Wurth Italia S.p.A. with office in Genova, Via Balleydier 7, e-mail: SH-PIT-GDPR@sms-group.com.

2. Definitions

For the purposes of the present Information, following terms shall have the meaning hereunder:

Business Relationship: any relationship (from the initial/first contact) between the Controller and a
Business Partner for reasons related to Controller's business/commercial activity(ies), regardless of whether the same
results in the stipulation of an agreement;

Business Partner: the natural or legal person with whom the Controller has a Business Relationship (e.g. customers,
suppliers etc.);

Data Subject: any natural person (e.g., employees, collaborators, etc.) acting on behalf of a Business Partner or otherwise
interacting with the Company for a Business Relationship.

3. Categories of personal data
The following personal data are subject of the processing activities:

Data Subjects’ data: data collected as part of the Business Relationship and that are necessary for the negotiation,
stipulation and execution of the same, such as identifying data (e.g. first name, last name, curriculum vitae if required, etc.);
working contact data (e.g. job description, telephone number, e-mail address, etc.). For certain contracts (e.g. supplier’s
contract for on-site activities) passports and/or VISAs of personnel maybe required. If video conferences were conducted
and recorded, provided that in such cases the prior approval by the Data Subject will be obtained, images and audio-video
recordings.

4. Purposes and legal basis for the processing

The collected personal data is processed to pursue the following purposes:

- Purpose 1: to negotiate, conclude and execute one or more agreements between the Controller and the Business

Partner (“Contractual Purpose”);

- Purpose 2: to fulfill obligations arising from the law/applicable regulations, including any communications to the competent

authorities and supervisory bodies as well as those necessary to comply with requests from these latter (“Legal Purpose”);

- Purpose 3: to exercise and defend Controller’s rights (also through third parties) (e.g. in the context of credit recovery

procedures, litigation, investigating and countering conduct placed in violation of the code of conduct/Organizational Model
etc.) (“Protection Purpose”);

- Purpose 4: to carry out mergers, transfer of business/business units by disclosing and transferring data to the parties

involved (“Development Purpose”).

The legal basis for the processing related to the:

- Contractual Purpose is the performance of an agreement to which the Business Partner is party as well as the
execution of required pre-contractual measures and/or assessment (art. 6 co.1, lett. b) of GDPR).

- Legal Purpose is the necessity for compliance with a legal obligation to which the Controller is subject (art. 6 co.1,
lett. c) of GDPR).

- Protection Purpose and Development Purpose is the necessityfor the purposes of the legitimate interests pursued
by the Controller (art. 6 co.1, lett. f) of GDPR).

In particular, for Protection Purpose the legitimate interest is the protection of Controller’s rights in pre-litigation
and litigation phase, including verification of the solvency and reliability condition of Business Partner(s);
prevention of fraud and malfeasance; implementation of corporate compliance programs; for Development Purpose
the legitimate interest is the evaluation, execution and conclusion of any corporate transactions mentioned

5. Data conferment

Data conferment is essential for the negotiation, conclusion and execution of the Business Relationship. Failure in providing said
data would prevent the finalization of the Business Relationship.

6. Data processing method and retention period

Data processing is carried out by means of dedicated IT tools, suitable to guarantee its security in terms of confidentiality,
integrity and availability, thus avoiding unauthorized access, dissemination and unauthorized modifications by the adoption of
adequate technical, physical and organizational security measures.

The data collected will be retained for a period equal to the duration of the Business Relationship (including any renewals) and
for the 10 years following its termination.

The above is without prejudice to cases in which retention for a longer period is necessary: (i) for purposes of judicial protection
of the Data Controller; (ii) for requests from the competent authorities; (iii) pursuant to applicable legislation.

In such cases the longer/extended retention period will not exceed the period of time necessary to achieve the mentioned
purposes.

7. Provision of data

Pursuant to the purposes listed under point n.4) above, Data Subjects’ personal data will be communicated to the following
subjects:

i. collaborators and/or employees of the Data Controller authorized for processing, who require it for the performance of
their respective duties;

ii. the Financial Administration and other public Authorities, where required by law or at their request;

iii. credit institutions for payment arrangements or other financial activities instrumental to the execution of the Business
Relationship (e.g. tasks of a technical, organizational, operational nature);

iv. external structures and/or companies that the Data Controller uses, in charge of carrying out activities related to the
execution of the Business Relationship;

v. external consultants (e.g. for the management of tax compliance);

vi. external parties carrying out control activities, such as auditing firms, board of auditors, supervisory body;
vii. customers and/or suppliers;
viii. professionals and/or law firms for the protection of Data Controller’s interests/rights;

ix. other SMS Group entities.

The subjects indicated above, with the exception of those referred to in point i above, to which the Data Subjects’ personal
data may be communicated, if not designated in writing as Data Processors, will process the personal data as Data
Controllers pursuant to Legislative Decree 196/2003 as amended by Legislative Decree 101/2018 (“Privacy Code”) and GDPR,
in full autonomy, being unrelated to the original processing performed by the Data Controller.

The data of the Data Subject will not be subject to dissemination.

Should it be necessary for the execution/fulfillment of the Business Relationship, personal data may be transferred to
non-EU countries. In such a case, the Data Controller guarantees that the transfer will take place in full compliance with the
provisions of the Privacy Code, the GDPR as well as the relevant provisions and decisions of the Privacy Guarantor. In
particular, the Data Controller undertakes to comply with the provisions set forth in Decision (EU) 2021/914 (New Standard
Contractual Clauses).

8. Expiry of identity documents

8.1 The Company uses software that allows monitoring the expiry dates of identity documents provided by suppliers for on-
site services (“Software”). This monitoring enables timely management of visas and other documents required by local
authorities to grant, within the required terms, entry and residence documents in the destination country and therefore to
organize business travel abroad, if required by the relevant contract with the supplier.

8.2 Therefore, subject to consent, the data from identity document, including in particular the expiry date and corporate
e-mail address, will be collected and entered into the Software and processed by the Data Controller for the purposes
indicated above. In particular, as the expiry date of document approaches, the person will receive an e-mail invitation to
proceed with the relevant renewal and/or issuance.

8.3 The consent may be withdrawn at any time, without prejudice to the validity and lawfulness of the processing carried
out up to the moment of withdrawal.

9. Data subjects’ rights
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GDPR (art. 15) confers to Data Subject specific rights, among which ask the Controller to access to their personal data as
well as rectification or erasure of such data or the restriction of the processing concerning them, and to object to the
processing. Please contact the Controller via e-mail referred to under par. n.1) above to lodge all requests to exercise these
rights.

If you consider that the processing of your personal data as detailed herein by the Controller infringes the GDPR, you
have the right to lodge a complaint with the Authority pursuant to Article 77 of the GDPR, following the instructions
available at the following website: www.garanteprivacy.it (Italy).
